Changing your preference

Why would | change my preferences?

Change of Preference is an exciting time when you
can focus on your study options and take your future
into your own hands.

Change of Preference is your opportunity to add,
remove or change the order of the courses on your
VTAC preference list. Whether you are a current Year
12 student, an international student studying Year 12
in Australia, a TAFE or private provider student,

a graduate, a current university student, or currently
in the workforce, you can change your preference
through VTAC www.vtac.edu.au.

HANDY HINTS

If you're thinking of changing your
preference list, here are some handy hints:

- To get an indication of what ATAR you
will need, use the 2011 clearly-in ATAR for
individual courses as a guide (see pages
20-25). You can also use our ATAR calculator
which is on the Discover Deakin Facebook
page facebook.com/discoverdeakin.
Simply like the page, click on the ATAR
calculator, enter your ATAR score, and a list
of courses will display. Just remember that
it is only an indication — ATARs are driven by
demand each year and could go up or down
in 2012.

« Ensure you have the correct prerequisite
studies and have noted the extra requirements
for a course before you add it to your
preference list. You cannot be accepted into
a course if you do not meet the prerequisites
and extra requirements. Please contact us on
1300 DEGREE (1300 334 733) if you need
more information.

« Aim for your ultimate course - even if you
don't think you'll have the necessary ATAR,
it doesn't rule it out. You could also look at
alternative pathways to gain entry next year.

You should consider changing your preferences if one
or more of the below apply to you:

» You have changed your mind about what course
you want to study
The Change of Preference period is a great
opportunity to reassess the courses you have put
down and think about whether or not you want to
add or remove courses from your preference list.
Just make sure you have met the prerequisites and
any other additional requirements for courses you
want to add.

» Your ATAR is higher than expected

Well done! You may want to include a course you
didn't think you could get into, but ensure that the
courses you put down are those you want to study, as
opposed to those you are now eligible for. Remember
you should only put down courses that you would
actually consider studying.

» You didn’t do quite as well as you had expected

Don't worry! There are always options to get into your
desired course, whether it be looking at a different
campus or considering a TAFE pathway option.
Remember, if your ATAR is just a little below what

you need, it is still really important to keep it on your
preference list, as the clearly-in ATAR might move up
or down. Clearly-in ATARs are based on the demand
for the course, at that particular institute. So, the
clearly-in ATAR for that year will depend on how many
students choose the course.

YOUR DEAKIN PREFERENCE

When can you change your preferences?

» Current Year 12 students

If you are a current Year 12 student, while you can
change your preferences from Monday 28 November
(9 am) to Wednesday 21 December (5 pm), you may
decide to wait until you get your ATAR to revisit your
preference list.

You are considered to be a current Year 12 student

if you have studied VCE (or Adult VCE), Senior level
VCAL, an interstate Year 12 (excluding Western
Australia) or International Baccalaureate (IB) in
Australia this year.

» International Baccalaureate (IB)

As an IB student, you have until Friday 6 January 2012
(5 pm) to change your preferences.

If you are completing the IB diploma, you will receive

your notional ATAR on Thursday 5 January 2012 (2 pm).

» Western Australian or Tasmanian Year 12 students
and New Zealand applicants

If you are currently studying Year 12 in Western

Australia or Tasmania, or are a New Zealand applicant,

you are able to change your preferences until Friday

6 January 2012 (5 pm). Applicants from other states

apply as an interstate current Year 12 student.

» Non-school leaver applicants

If you are a non-school leaver applicant, you have until
Friday 9 December to submit your initial application.
You can change your preferences from Monday 28
November (9 am) until Wednesday 21 December

(5 pm) online at www.vtac.edu.au. By clicking on
MylInfo you can add, remove or re-order course
preferences on your application.

You are deemed to be a non-school leaver applicant
if you are not currently enrolled in any Australian Year
12 or International Baccalaureate studies in Australia.
This may mean you are currently taking a gap year;
studying at another university, TAFE institution or
Independent Tertiary College; in the workforce;

or unemployed.

» International students
As an international student, you can put your VTAC

preferences in from Monday 1 August (9 am) through
to Wednesday 21 December (5 pm).

If you are an international student currently
completing your VCE or equivalent interstate
qualification in Australia, you can apply through VTAC
to study a Deakin University undergraduate course.

International students who have not completed VCE
or equivalent interstate qualifications in Australia

and wish to study at Deakin University can apply
directly to Deakin International. For more information,
please visit www.deakin.edu.au/future-students/
international.

As Deakin University grows, so does the range of courses we offer. This meets industry demands and offers
increasing opportunities for students. In addition to what'’s listed in the Undergraduate Course Guide 2012,
Deakin is pleased to announce the following new courses commencing in 2012.

Bachelor of Creative Arts (Visual Arts)

Bachelor of Exercise and Sport Science

The Bachelor of Creative Arts (Visual Arts) is being
expanded from 2012 to be offered at the Geelong
Waterfront Campus, in addition to the Melbourne
Burwood Campus.

The course offers a range of skills including systematic
exposure to collaborative possibilities between
various art forms, the experience of bringing art
forms together in major projects, training in creative
arts enterprise and management, and grounding in
the academic knowledge necessary to understand
the arts and to create new forms of art. The course
combines cutting edge, contemporary theory with
specialised studio practice incorporating digital
technologies. Studio subjects will be accommodated
in the attractive and inspiring environment of the
Geelong Waterfront Campus.

Career opportunities

Graduates will be readily equipped with skills
appropriate to the expanding arts industries in fields
including illustration, design, video, advertising,

film production, education and community activity.
The course also enables graduates to pursue

an independent studio career working towards
exhibitions in commercial galleries and publicly run
art spaces.

Due to growing demand and the popularity of
Deakin's Bachelor of Exercise and Sport Science at
the Melbourne Burwood Campus, this course is
expanding and will also be offered at the Geelong
Waurn Ponds Campus from 2012.

This field-leading bachelors degree looks at ways to
apply skills to improve the performance of athletes,
teams or individuals. It allows you to focus your

study in specialised streams such as coaching,
exercise physiology, sports nutrition, psychology,
health promotion, and physical activity and health.
You can also undertake a stream of subjects to be
eligible for membership of Exercise and Sport Science
Australia (ESSA) as an exercise scientist. This is the
only undergraduate course in Victoria to facilitate this
pathway to ESSA membership at the exercise scientist
level.

Career opportunities

As well as traditional roles in sport, exercise, coaching
and fitness, graduates may pursue employment

in sports administration, facility management,
community health and wellness, rehabilitation and
sport science. Potential workplaces include local and
state government agencies, professional sporting
bodies, hospitals and rehabilitation clinics, fitness and
aquatic centres, private health and recreation centres,
or large business organisations.

Bachelor of Fisheries and Aquaculture

Bachelor of Information Technology (IT Security)

Deakin’s new Bachelor of Fisheries and Aquaculture
is one of only a few courses offering fisheries and
aquaculture as a combined undergraduate program.

The course provides you with comprehensive training
in fisheries resource management, aquaculture
management, and fisheries biology, with a focus on
environmental sustainability, particularly renewable
resource exploitation and culture of marine and
freshwater species. Studies also include marine and
freshwater biodiversity, ecology and behaviour,
research methods, Geographic Information Systems
(GIS) and remote sensing, and environmental
chemistry.

Career opportunities

In addition to careers in the fisheries and aquaculture
fields, graduates may also be employed in food and
agriculture-based industries, quarantine, wildlife
biology, government environmental monitoring,
private environmental consulting and museums.

Bachelor of Forensic Science/Bachelor of
Criminology*

Deakin’s new Bachelor of Forensic Science/Bachelor
of Criminology is the only combined course in Victoria
which provides the opportunity to study forensic
science and criminology as a combined course.

You will learn the skills and techniques essential to
modern forensic science, including the examination
and presentation of scientific evidence. The course
will also give you practical, professional training to
enable you to study critical analysis in the fields of
policing, security, corrections, crime prevention
and community safety, and various paralegal fields.

Career opportunities

As a graduate of this course, you may find
employment as a forensic scientist, criminologist or
related role, in both the public and private sector,
including areas such as the forensic science industry,
science-based industries, teaching, government
agencies, state and federal police, ASIO, correctional
services, community services, and private security
industries.

*This course is subject to University approval.

From 2012 Deakin'’s Bachelor of Information
Technology (IT Security) will be offered from the
Geelong Waurn Ponds Campus, in addition to the
Melbourne Burwood Campus and off campus.

The course provides a sound knowledge and
understanding of general issues, concepts and
practices in IT, particularly in the critical area of IT
security. Offering practical and theoretical knowledge,
emphasis is placed on understanding and assessing
the need for IT security in a working environment,
knowledge of security solutions available, and
understanding business, ethical and legal implications
of risk management.

Career opportunities

Graduates may find employment in roles including
security analyst, project manager, security system
manager, cryptographer, consultant, security system
developer or programmer.



NEW COURSES IN 2012

Bachelor of Vision Science and Master of Optometry

Bachelor of Zoology and Animal Science

Based at the Geelong Waurn Ponds Campus, Deakin’s
Bachelor of Vision Science and Master of Optometry
is the only course of its kind in Victoria. Enrolling
students for the first time in 2012, this accelerated
program can be completed in three-and-a-half

years of full-time study and leads to registration

as an optometrist — the primary health care
professional involved in detection and management
of eye disease, dispensing corrective lenses, and
rehabilitation of conditions of the visual system.

The course has an emphasis on patient-centred,
problem-based learning approaches that enable
you to develop the knowledge and skills to practise
confidently as a professional optometrist upon
successful completion of this course.

Career opportunities

Optometrists currently enjoy essentially full
employment and a great variety of work settings and
opportunities, including private or public eye care,
practice ownership, eye research, teaching, or the
optical industry. Graduates may pursue recognised
specialties within optometry such as low vision,
paediatric vision and behavioural optometry.

Deakin’s new Bachelor of Zoology and Animal Science
provides a broad understanding of the current field of
zoology and is suitable for students with an interest in
the biology of animals.

You will learn about the diversity, ecology, behaviour,
physiology, genetics and evolutionary biology of
animals, complemented by a number of practical

and field-based learning experiences. The course also
examines potential effects that environmental change
may have on the evolution, genetics, disease and
physiology of animals.

Career opportunities

Graduates may find employment in a range of areas
including government environmental monitoring,
private and environmental consulting, museums,
school and university education, primary industries,
quarantine and wildlife biology. Successful
completion of the course could lead to opportunities
for further study including postgraduate research
both in Australia and overseas, as well as a gateway to
veterinary science courses (subject to specific entry
requirements).

Bachelor of Management/Advanced Diploma of
Sustainable Tourism

The new Bachelor of Management/Advanced
Diploma of Sustainable Tourism was created in
response to the rapid growth of the tourism industry.
The course is studied concurrently at Deakin
University and The Gordon in Geelong.

As part of this course you will explore issues in
management, marketing, ethics and the environment,
giving you a firm grounding for a successful career in
the tourism industry.

Career opportunities

As a graduate of this course you may find
employment in roles such as tour operations
manager, tourism professional, park ranger,
adventure tourism manager, eco-tourism specialist
or in research, management or marketing roles.

If you don't receive the ATAR you want, don’t panic - there are many options available. Listing
alternative pathways to Deakin in your VTAC preferences is a great way to still achieve your goals.
You may wish to consider the following pathways into Deakin.

Deakin at Your Doorstep
(Associate Degree of Arts, Business and Sciences)

The Associate Degree of Arts, Business and Sciences
gives you the opportunity to gain entry into Deakin
University and creates a pathway to your dream
course, develops your skills to gain employment,
and enables you to study close to home.

The associate degree is a two-year, full-time (or part-
time equivalent) course. You can choose from a range
of study areas or specialise in streams including arts,
business, education, health or sciences.

This course is delivered at the Warrnambool

Campus and Geelong Waurn Ponds Campus, and in
conjunction with our TAFE partners; East Gippsland
Institute of TAFE (Bairnsdale Campus), Chisholm
Institute of TAFE (Dandenong and Mornington
Peninsula Campuses), Sunraysia Institute of TAFE
(Swan Hill Campus), GOTAFE (Wangaratta Campus)
and South West Institute of TAFE (Portland Campus).

GETTING INTO DEAKIN

Offers

Irregular offers

VTAC has three main offer rounds:

» early round - released on 25 November 2011

» round one - released on 16 January 2012

» round two - released on 3 February 2012.

Offers are advised by VTAC via MyInfo on the date

specified above and by mail the next day. Deakin will
also send an email advising you of further details of

your offer. Usually most offers are made in round one.

When you get your offer, you have three options:
1 accept

2 reject

3 defer.

Regardless of whether you accept, reject or defer
your offer, it is possible for you to receive an offer for
a course that is higher on your preference list in the
following round.

Detailed information about what you need to do
once you have been offered a place will be provided
to you in either your letter of offer from VTAC or your
email from Deakin. Please make sure you read the
instructions carefully and note all of the dates listed.

After round one offers are released on 16 January 2012,
you will be able to apply to receive an irregular offer.

You can apply for an irregular offer if you have:

» received an offer but want to be considered for a
course listed lower on your preference list than the offer
you have already received

» received an offer but want to apply for a course not
listed on your preference list

» not received an offer and want to apply for a course
not listed on your preference list.

You can apply for an irregular offer through VTAC

via MyInfo after round one offers have been released.
Your request is then delivered to the appropriate
selection officer within the University. You can only
submit one irregular offer application at a time but if
your application is rejected, you may then apply for
another course. The status of your application can be
checked through MyInfo and whilst the decision on
your application is pending, you can withdraw your
application. Once an irregular offer has been accepted
you will not be eligible for further offers through VTAC.

Please note only certain courses cater for irregular
offers so it is important that you contact Deakin as
soon as possible after round one offers have been
released to check availability. To find out if the course
you are interested in allows irregular offers and how
to apply, please phone 1300 DEGREE (1300 334 733).



Supplementary offers explained

VTAC runs a supplementary offer process after

the second round of offers has been completed.
Not all Deakin courses will be available for the
supplementary round. This offer process is available
to applicants who have:

» not received an offer in early round, round one or
round two

» not been granted an irregular offer

» given VTAC permission to release their application
to all courses with vacancies after the second round
of offers has been completed. You will need to
give permission to release your application for the
supplementary offers at the time of applying,
as part of your VTAC application.

After course selection officers at Deakin have
considered your application, they will advise VTAC
whether you will be offered a place in the course.
Supplementary round offers will be processed
weekly. VTAC will advise you of any supplementary
offers via Mylnfo and by post. To accept an offer,
you must follow the instructions in your offer
message.
