2 units from a second major sequence at level 2;

2 additional units from either a first or second major sequence at level 2; 

2 electives at level 1 or 2*, which may be taken from any Faculty; 

Completion of AAI018 Academic Integrity (0-credit-point compulsory unit); and  

A maximum of 10 credit points at level 1.

*Electives may be taken from inside or outside the Faculty of Arts and Education. Electives in year 1 are recommended to be level 1 only.
