Melbourne

Melbourne is a major city that is home to people from

Living at Deakin

There are many accommodation options for your
child at Deakin. They may want to live on campus
with other students or off campus in nearby private
housing. The team at Deakin can help find them

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What if my child s under 187

If your child is under 18 years of age when starting at Deakin,
you will need to demonstrate that that there are suitable
welfare arrangements in place before they can be granted

a student visa. These arrangements include being
accompanied by a parent/legal custodian or a relative over
21 years or an agreement with one of the Deakin approved
caregiver services and homestay arranged through Student
Accommodation Services.

Getting started

We make it our priority to ensure that
all new students — many of whom have
arrived in Australia for the first time —
make a smooth transition to

the University.

Deakin staff and authorised agents are
available to help you and your child
understand the study options and make
the right decision. We can even help
with the application process to make it
as easy as possible.

On arrival, we can meet your child

at the airport and take them to their
accommodation. During Orientation
Week, staff and student volunteers will
introduce them to campus life.

Academic support

There are a range of academic support
services available.

e Deakin’s writing mentors will guide
your child to plan, research and
structure their assignments.

They can also help them to
understand their marks and
manage their time.

e Faculty mentors assist with social
and academic transition into
the faculty.

e Library staff are available to assist
students in making the most of what
the Library has to offer.

Safety

Deakin’s campuses and communities
are safe places for students. Even so,
security officers are on duty 24 hours
a day, 7 days a week at all campuses
to ensure the safety of your child.
They are available for support, advice
or information if something just
doesn’t feel quite right.

They can even do things like escort
your child home if they are out late at
the library. Students can download an
app to their phone to have quick and
direct access to security.

Medical and health
support

Deakin Medical Centre provides
professional medical and nursing
care and advice to students. Medical
centres are located on all campuses,
and consultations are free and strictly
confidential. We also have registered
psychologists and social workers with
extensive experience working with
students with mental health issues.

Tultion and other costs

Tuition fees are based on the degree your child is studying.
The cost of each degree can be found on the course pages of
the Deakin website or at

The cost of living in Australia will vary by location. Melbourne
may be slightly more expensive for accommodation than

Geelong, for example. The Study Australia website has a
calculator to help you estimate how much it will cost for your
child to live in Australia.

Living in university accommodation can be a good option to
help keep costs stable. The price is set at the beginning of each
year, making it easier to budget. And being on campus reduces
transportation costs.

Working while studying

Your child may wish to work while studying to help with
their living costs or just to have spending money for their
free time. The number of hours they can work is outlined
on the Australian Government Department of Home
Affairs website.

Deakin can even help to find a job that suits them —
whether they’d like some extra income, or if they would
like to get some work experience related to their degree.

Scholarships

At Deakin, we believe everyone should have the opportunity

to go to university. That is why Deakin offers a range of
scholarships and bursaries to international students.

Most scholarships are incredibly competitive. Still, we
encourage all eligible students to apply as scholarships offer
a great opportunity to save a significant amount of money
while pursuing a world-class degree.

Scholarships recognise international students with high
academic performance and the potential to make a positive
contribution to the University and its community.

Deakin offers scholarships and bursaries related to specific
study areas and degrees, and to support students from
certain countries and backgrounds. Most of these cover a
percentage of tuition for the entire length of the degree.

What if my child does not meet the
English language requirements for
a Deakin degree?

There are many ways to meet Deakin’s English language
requirements. Students can improve their English at the Deakin
University English Language Institute (DUELI) - located at two
of Deakin’s campuses. DUELI is recognised as one of the best
English language centres in Australia. Successful completion

of DUELI’s English for Academic Purposes (EAP) pathway
programs can provide your child with entry into most degrees

at Deakin University.
